For recognition of professions covered by regulated education and training (see Directive 2001/19/EC) in the Member State of origin, a document issued by the competent authority of the Member State attesting: that the said education / training leading to the practice of the defined profession is regulated according to the provisions of Directive 2001/19/EC.

In cases where the profession is not regulated in the Member State of origin nor is the education / training leading to its practice regulated, the applicant must provide evidence of two years of relevant professional experience in the Member State of origin obtained during the previous 10 years. Copies of social insurance documents must accompany this evidence.

Evidence of criminal record. For the professions of teacher, nursery nurse, aesthetician, social worker and speech therapist our department will process on its own the petition for a copy the applicant’s criminal record. For all other occupations we request that the applicant submit an official declaration (Law 1599/1986) as below:

“…I have not been convicted of any punishable offence or other offence which is related to the practice of my occupation” or in the opposite case

“…I have been convicted of the following punishable offences…”

If the applicant’s diploma is from a country that is not a member of the European Union, he/she must provide documentation from the competent authority of the Member State of origin(that is, the state that has awarded their professional license) to the effect that 1. Their academic qualification has been recognized in said Member State and 2. The license/right to practice the profession has been granted and 3. That they have three years of professional experience in said Member State (verified by social insurance documents).

All documents issued by foreign authorities must also be translated into Greek by an official translator after having been lawfully certified as follows: 1. by APOSTILLE, or 2. by the Hellenic diplomatic authority in the Member State of origin, or 3. by the respective foreign diplomatic authority residing in Greece.

In case of verification by diplomatic authority residing in Greece, documents from Belgium, Denmark, Austria, Finland, Latvia, Estonia, Lithuania, Slovenia, Hungary, Malta, Bulgaria and Romania also need verification of signature from the Hellenic Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
